· stewards and hosteses, WC - lavatories, left lugage office

· conference, press, business center

· fire service, transport, baby sitting

· local broadcastion center (public adress system)

· trade fair news paper, catalogues

· entertainment program, ticket offices

The first trade fair in Brno was in 1958 and it was engineering trade fair.
Before going to trade fair the company must

· advertise, invite

· prepare advertising materials - leaflets, samples, price lists,  

· visiting cards, small refreshment

· arrange or prepare the stand

· pay for the place

Advantages of trade fairs are

many people meet in one place one day

firms can get to know the people, can speak with them themselves

In history trade fairs took place from 15th or 16th century. There were traded cloths, colonial goods - cocoa, tea, spices. Producers take all their goods to fair, showed them and sold them.

Today producers bring catalogues, samples, price lists, advertising leaflets, they don´t sell the products, but sign a contracts and deliver the goods later.
